Status of revival of closed units of FCIL/HFCL

(a). Revival of Ramagundam Unit:

Ramagundam unit of FCIL is being revived on nomination basis by consortium of PSUs namely
Engineers India Limited (EIL), National Fertilizers Limited (NFL) and FCIL by setting up a gas based fertilizer
plant of 1.27 MMTPA capacity. As on 30" April, 2019, 96.4% of physical progress of the project has been
made. The project is likely to be commissioned in FY 2019-20.

The project activities are being monitored closely by Department of Fertilizers through monthly review
meetings being held under the chairmanship of Secretary (Fertilizers). The last review meeting was held on
23.04.2019. The major progress completed was that Transco Switchyard has been charged with grid
power on 30.03.2019. However, it is observed that four contractors, namely Wipro for water block, Simplex
for prilling tower, BHEL for Utility Boiler & tubes and GITL for gas connectivity have slipped significantly in
adhering to their promised timelines. Earlier, these contractor/executing agencies promised to finish the
installation/execution of their parts by March, 2018 (Wipro), September, 2018 (BHEL), June, 2018 (Simplex for
prilling tower) and December, 2018 {later shifted to 28.02.2019} (GITL). However, from the monthly review on
23.04.2019, it was found that except GITL, the other three may be able to finish their respective execution
only between time and August, 2019. This will have significant implication in meeting the deadline for
commercial production of urea from this revamped unit. The delay on their part will delay the commissioning
of the project by additional 3 months. Secretary (Fertilizers) has taken up the matter with the heads of these
organization to expedite execution of the respective components.
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The matter regarding availability of water plant battery limit by 1* week of May, 2019 and release of
balance equity of Rs. 33.68 crores was discussed with representative of State Government of Telangana to
expedite the matter.

The matter regarding disposal of storm water & treated effluent has also discussed in the meeting.
Considering the practical difficulty in widening & cleaning of the existing drains, Ramagundam Municipal
Corporation (RMC) advised RFCL to follow up a different route for laying a new pipeline for treated effluent.
Accordingly, an alternative route, which was followed for raw water supply from Godavari to old plant has
been identified in consultation with RMC. RFCL has already initiated the engineering & other survey works of
the area and shall approach RMC wherever, their help is required.

(b). Revival of Talcher Unit:

Talcher unit is being revived through ‘Nomination Basis’ by forming a JV of nominated PSUs. JV
company has been named as Talcher Fertilizers Ltd. (TFL). Equity of GAIL, RCF & CIL in TFL is 29.67% each &
FCIL’s 10.99 %. New Ammonia Urea plant of 1.27 MMTPA capacity based on Coal Gasification Technology is
being set up. The total progress (pre-project overall) of TFL is 29% as on 31.03.2019. TFL is in process of
awarding the LSTK contract for Coal Gasification and Ammonia Urea Unit. The evaluation of LSTK Bids for Coal
Gasification was completed on 15th May, 2019 and the final evaluation of LSTK bids for Ammonia Urea is
under process.Final DFR incorporating inputs from LSTK tenders is expected by end of May, 2019. Thereafter,
TFL Board will consider the DFR and take decision on award of LSTK constract.

In the meantime, site enabling works (Land development work) has commenced and as on
31.03.2019, the progress achieved is 24% as against the schedule of 72%. The level recording completed for
major LSTK works and ground leveling job for coal gasification area is near completion. With respect to major
offsite tenders like raw water and fire water reservoir, DM water, raw water system, plant/instrument air
system, PDIL informed that all tenders are under preparation and final tender shall be provided to TFL after
their internal approvals by end of April/1st week of May, 2019.

Ministry of Coal vide DO letter dated 28.03.2019 has approved extension of time for submitting
performance Bank Guarantee in r/o North of Arkhapal coal mine up to 31* July, 2019.

(c) Revival of Gorakhpur, Sindri, and Barauni units:

Gorakhpur, Sindri and Barauni units are being revived through SPV of Public Sector Undertakings, namely,
National Thermal Power Corporation, Coal India Limited, Indian Oil Corporation Limited and Fertilizer
Corporation of India Limited / Hindustan Fertilizer Corporation Limited by setting up gas based fertilizer plants
of 1.27 MMTPA capacity each. Status of these projects is as under:

A joint Venture company by name Hindustan Urvarak&Rasayan Limited (HURL) has been formed.

The pre-project activities namely, pre- feasibility, Geo technical investigation and Hydro topographic studies
and geological and ground water study for water availability have been completed in respect of all the three
projects. Development of these projects are as under:

e ‘Ason 25.03.2019, the overall progress of Barauni unit, Sindri and Gorakhpur units of HURL
are 22.80%, 23% and 41.65% respectively which is largely as per schedule.

e In pursuance of CCEA decision to grant IFL to HURL, Department of Fertilizers prepared a draft
Loan Agreement, as per rule 253(2) (i) GFR, 2017, which is to be executed between
Department of Fertilizers and HURL. A copy of same has been sent to Department of Economic
Affairs for their concurrence.

e These Projects are likely to start production by 2021.
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The project activities are being monitored closely by Department of Fertilizers through monthly review
meetings being held under the chairmanship of Secretary (Fertilizers). Thelast reviewmeetingwas held

5. Expenditure position:

As against an available budget of Rs. 78476.00 Crore for F.Y. 2019-20, expenditure on administration of fertilizer
subsidy during April 2019 was Rs. 17075.15 Crore (P&K : Rs. 5405.21 Crore, Urea: 11669.65 Crore, & Exp. On DBT
professional 0.29 Crore) i.e. 21.76% of the total allocation.

6. Submission of Cabinet Note:

i. FACT Land sale to Government of Kerala: As per directions of PMO given in the meeting held on
10.08.2018, the proposal for sale of FACT land to Government of Kerala has been delinked from the
restructuring proposal. Advance copies of the Cabinet Note were forwarded to Cabinet Secretariat & PMO for
further directions/ comments, if any.

ii. MFL Restructuring: As per directions of PMO given in the meeting held on 10.08.2018, the proposal for sale
of land to CPCL is under examination. NOC from Government of Tamilnadu has been received. MFL has
furnished the consolidate proposal in this regard along with final circle rate of the land. The matter was taken
up with Ministry of Petroleum & Natural Gas for their concurrence to the proposal for sale of 70 acres of land
of MFL to CPCL. MoP&NG has informed on 30.04.2019 that CPCL will take action for purchase of 4.98 acres of
land first. For balance 65 acres of land, CPCL will approach MFL after carrying out a detailed study on
utilization plan and firming up a commercially viable plan.

iii. Revival of Haldia unit: Final copies of the CCEA Note were forwarded to the Cabinet Secretariat on
26.07.2018. The proposal for handing over of HFCL land at Haldia to KoPT was delinked from the CCEA Note
and has been taken up separately as per Cabinet Secretariat’s directions in consultation with Department of
Expenditure.
