4. Revival of Ramagundam Unit:

Ramagundam unit of FCIL is being revived on nomination basis by
consortium of PSUs namely Engineers India Limited (EIL), National Fertilizers
Limited (NFL) and FCIL by setting up a gas based fertilizer plant of 1.27 MMTPA
capacity. As on 30th September, 2018 90.4% of physical progress of the
project has been made.

5. Revival of Talcher Unit of HFCL :

CCEA in its meeting held on 19.09.2018 has approved the proposal of equity
investment of RCF to the tune of Rs. 1033.54 Crore (approx. 15%) @ 29.67% of
the total project cost in Talcher Fertilizers Limited (TFL).

6. Promotion of City Compost :

The sale of city compost by Fertilizer Marketing companies in September,
2018 was about 16920.20 MT and cumulative sales of city compost during
2018-19 (April, 2018 to September, 2018) are about 84658.31 MT. The sale
of city compost in bulk by compost manufacturers in September, 2018 was
about 5031.74 MT and cumulative sales of city compost in bulk during 2018-
19 (April, 2018 to September, 2018) are about 37574.80 MT.

7. Subsidy Released :

The half yearly expenditure incurred up to 30t September, 2018 for
indigenous urea was Rs. 17926.23 Crore. This is 51.23% of yearly budget of
Rs. 34989.50 Crore for the year 2018-19. Out of the yearly budget of Rs.
38450.35 Crore of all other fertilizers (excluding indigenous urea) DoF has
released subsidy to the tune of Rs. 19476.38 Crore i.e. 50.65% of the yearly
budget 2018-19.

8. Submission of Cabinet Note :

i. Non revival of Haldia unit : Final copies of the CCEA Note were forwarded to
the Cabinet Secretariat on 26.07.2018.

ii. FACT Restructuring : A proposal for financial restructuring of FACT was
circulated for inter-ministerial consultation. Based on the comments during
IMC from other Ministries & discussions held in PMO, the draft Cabinet Note
is being revised.

iii. MFL Restructuring : Government of Tamil Nadu vide its GOP (Ms) No 79
dated 09.08.2018 has accorded No Objection Certificate for transfer of 70
acres of MFL land to Chennai Petroleum Corporation Ltd. (CPCL). In view of
this progress, the CCEA proposal for financial restructuring of MFL is under
re-examination.
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
